Aiken, Lexington and Saluda 

Interstate 20 and U. S. 378 Enforcement
Summer 2007
Troop One, Post C (Lexington County)
· From January 1, 2006, through December 31, 2006, Lexington County had seven fatal collisions on I-20:
· 557 crashes occurred on I-20 in 2006;
· 273 out of 557 crashes were speed-related;
· 22 of the crashes on I-20 were alcohol-related;
· I-20 had more fatal crashes than any other single roadway in Post C (6)

(1 fatal crash was a double fatality for a total of 7 fatalities)
· The fatal collisions on I-20 in 2006 by time of day:
· 3 fatal collisions occurred between 6 p.m. - 12 a.m.
· 1 of the collisions occurred between 12 a.m.- 9 a.m. 

· 2 of the collisions occurred between 9 a.m.- 6 p.m.

· Lexington County I-20 collisions, January 1, 2007 thru May 31, 2007:
· There have been 187 crashes during this period;
· 87 or (47%) of the crashes were speed-related;
· 25 of the crashes resulted in personal injuries; 

· NONE of those crashes resulted in fatalities.
· U.S. 378 remains in the “Top 5 Roadways” for total number of crashes in Lexington County.
· 315 crashes occurred on U.S. 378; 
· 129 out of 315 crashes were speed-related (62 percent);
· 2% or (6) of crashes on U.S. 378 were alcohol-related.
· Causation factors surrounding fatal collisions in 2007 includes; Speeding, Run off roadway, Driving Under the influence and Improper Lane Change. 
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Troop Two, Post C (Saluda County) 
· From January 1, 2006, through December 31, 2006, Saluda County had no fatal collisions on U.S. 378.  
· 41 Crashes;
· 21 out of 41 were speed-related;
· 4% involved alcohol.
· Collisions on U.S. 378 by time of day: 3:01 p.m. –  9 p.m.
· Causation factors surrounding fatal collisions in 2007 include; Speed, Run off Roadway, Driving Under the Influence and Improper Lane Change. 
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Troop Seven, Post C (Aiken County) 
· From January 1, 2006, through December 31, 2006, on I-20 in Aiken County
· 269 crashes occurred on I-20 in 2006;
· 118 out of the 269 crashes in 2006 were speed-related (44%);
· 8 or (3%) of the crashes in 2006 were alcohol-related;
· There were no fatalities on I-20 in Aiken County in 2006.
· From January 1, 2007, through May 31, 2007, on I-20 in Aiken County 
· 7 fatalities within the first five months;
· There have been 89 crashes during this period;
· 35 or (41%) of the crashes was speed-related;
· 6 of those crashes resulted in 7 fatalities.
· Causation factors surrounding fatal collisions in 2007 includes; Speeding, Run off roadway, Driving Under the influence and Improper Lane Change.
