The South Carolina Department of Public Safety wanted to analyze recent motorcycle-involved fatalities to determine if there was a trend. The study committee examined 114 completed fatality packets. These fatalities fell during 2005 and the first half of 2006. 

Note: There were 156 total fatalities during that time (on some of those fatalities, the investigation was not yet complete or they were investigated by another agency).
