Pedestrian Safety Tips:
· Never assume vehicles can see you -- especially at night. 

· Don’t walk or jog in the roadway assuming the vehicles will have the distance or judgment to steer around you. Always stick to the sidewalks or as far off the roadway as practical.

· At night, wear light colored, retro reflective clothing to be easier seen by motorists. Use a flashlight or reflective sticks.

· If your vehicle breaks down on a major roadway, stay in your car and call for help. If you must exit the vehicle, ensure it is safe and clear before you open your door and step onto the roadway. 

· You should never attempt to repair an automobile on the shoulder of the roadway. If possible, find the next parking area or exit. If this is not possible, attempt to call a tow truck to the scene. 

· Pedestrians have been killed in South Carolina recently:

· Exiting their vehicle to assist with a motor vehicle collision;

· Trying to repair a disabled vehicle;

· Walking on the interstate for help after their vehicle broke down;

· Crossing lanes of traffic on the interstate.
· If intoxicated, pedestrians need to realize that their judgment and motor skills will be impaired placing them in greater danger of being struck by a motor vehicle. They should always arrange for a ride home just as they would if driving a motor vehicle.
· South Carolina law requires you to move your vehicle from the roadway to a safer area after a minor collision where no one is injured. This helps prevent secondary collisions.
