PEDESTRIAN FATALITIES ARE UP STATEWIDE
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Most people are pedestrians at some point each day. Few realize how risky that can be -- especially in congested, urban areas. Pedestrian crashes occur most often during morning and afternoon peak travel times. Most pedestrian fatalities occur at night and in urban areas.
  South Carolina Facts: 

· Pedestrians are at fault about 63 percent of the time; 

· 76 percent of pedestrian fatalities in 2006 were male, average age was 40;

· Primary causes: illegally in the roadway and improper crossing.
Stay Safe:
· Never assume the vehicle driver sees you. Signal to drivers that 
     you intend to cross.
· Get familiar with South Carolina pedestrian laws.
· Wear light and reflective material if you are a pedestrian at night.
· Look both ways: Look left, right, and left again.

· Cross streets at marked locations or safest possible area.  
· Look out for turning cars. 
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
