DUI CONSEQUENCES FACT SHEET:
· A DUI charge goes well beyond the initial fine. Additional assessments and surcharges increase DUI fines dramatically. For example, the fine for a first offense DUI conviction is $400 before a 100 percent court assessment is added. Then a 7.5 percent assessment is added with those funds going to the Department of Juvenile Justice and indigent defense. Another $100 surcharge is added for spinal cord research. A twelve dollar assessment, which is divided between the Department of Disabilities and Special Needs and the Department of Health and Environmental Control, also is added. Another $25 surcharge is added with those funds going to victim services and a final $25 surcharge was added this year, with those funds going to law enforcement and other related agencies. After all the assessments and surcharges are added, the actual cost for a first offense DUI conviction increases to $992. 
· This is how the fine for subsequent offenses rises as assessments are added: The maximum $5,100 fine for a second offense increases to $10,744.50 and the maximum $6,300 fine for a third offense increases to $13,234.50. The maximum Felony DUI fines increase from $10,100 (great bodily injury) to $21,119.50 and from $25,100 (death) to $52,244.50.

· A DUI conviction can also result in jail time and suspension of your driver’s license. First time offenders face imprisonment from two to 30 days and suspension of their driver’s license for six months. A second offense could result in imprisonment from five days (two days under the old law) to one year and suspension of your driver’s license for one year. Third time offenders face imprisonment from 60 days to three years and suspension of their driver’s license for two years. A fourth or subsequent offense could result in imprisonment from one to five years and permanent revocation of your driver’s license. A Felony DUI conviction could result in imprisonment from 30 days to 15 years when great bodily injury occurs and from one to 25 years when death occurs.

· The effects of alcohol vary greatly because of the rate of absorption and BACs attained vary from person to person due to such factors as weight, sex, and whether or not food has been consumed. However, it is possible for a 145-pound woman to exceed the new 0.08 BAC threshold after consuming only three beers in one hour. A 200-pound man could exceed the 0.08 BAC limit after drinking five beers in one hour and forty minutes (Information obtained from the Breath Alcohol Educator website at www.baecdrom.org.)
