SPECIAL MOTORCYCLE UNIT ENFORCEMENT EFFORT IN SPARTANBURG COUNTY ENDS WITH 721 CITATIONS 
 

COLUMBIA – The South Carolina Highway Patrol Motorcycle Unit completed a five-day special enforcement effort on October 30 in Spartanburg County with the ACE Team Motorcycle Unit issuing 721 citations. 

The Spartanburg special enforcement blitz was the second in a statewide series by the Motorcycle Unit, which will focus on some of the deadliest, high-crash highways in the state in the coming months.  
The areas of concentration for Spartanburg County included: I-85, I-26, U.S. 176, U.S. 221 North and S.C. 9 North. Of these problem areas, I-85 had the most crashes with 470 and I-26 ranked second with 362. 

“The majority of the citations we issued during this effort were for speeding and violations of the seat belt law,” said Capt. F.K. Lancaster Jr. “Failure to buckle up and excessive speed are two of the primary killers on our highways.” 
Some of the other citations included driving under the influence, driving under suspension, vehicle and driver’s license violations and drug charges.
