TOTAL UNITS

By far the most frequent unit maneuver for units involved in traffic collisons in 1999 was 'Straight
Ahead in the Proper Direction’ with 30.7% of the total units. The next maneuver, 'Stopped in Traffic
accounted for 11.0% of the units. The third, fourth and fifth maneuvers involved units which were
'Slowing or Stopping' (8.1%) followed by 'Skidding Longitudinaly' (8.0%) and Turning Left from
Proper Lane' (5.3%). Combined, the top five categories accounted for more than 63.1% of dal units
involved in traffic collisions. These figures only represent units defined as a motor vehicle.
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
